I wrote to let them know that 
I would be pleased to help if they needed any support moderating the group 
and they responded by asking me if I would be interested in becoming an 
AMBASSADOR for the XING KONYA group.

These 
include the launch of Official XING seminars in Spain, a new strategic agreement with 
the entrepreneur group Iniciador, and the recent start of a new Ambassador group in 
Spain, XING Cantabria.

Many of the exhibits featured interesting articles, ranging from the XING energy drink (specially 
concocted for the trade fair) to a molecular cooking studio and its memorable ice cream creations. 

After the tour, XING Ambassador and official XING trainer Joachim Rumohr gave a special networking 
speech and mini-seminar. The pavillion especially built for seminars of this kind was filled within a few 
minutes, and countless Swiss networkers hung on Joachim's every word. Thus trained to network, 
nothing could go wrong. Together with the company Anthrazit, our Ambassadors organized a booth party 
at 6 pm, and all Swiss Ambassador group members were invited. Not surprisingly given the energy of the 
crowd, it was a rousing success: exhibitors and visitors met over a glass of wine and discussed potential 
synergies, or simply watched the crowds pass by.
